· the trade relationship between Britain and the Caribbean

· the changes in the shipping industry in Britain

· the changes in land use in the Docklands area of East London which have taken place over the last 50 years

· the challenges faced by West Indian seamen working on the Harrison Line 

· the change in the colonial and post-colonial relationships between Britain and Barbados
